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Display Board - Level C

The display board is intended for you to illustrate a part of the physical earth system and what factors determine its balance.  You won’t have space for everything, so focus on what is most important to understand your topic.  Your display should be designed using your own creative ideas and include the following details:
Display Board Checklist

Format - The display board:
· must include your name and a proper heading on the front.

· must use correct spelling and grammar throughout.

· must use appropriate language and vocabulary.

· must cite all sources of information in MLA format.

· use in-text citation of sources in your captions.

· must be created entirely by you w/o any evidence of plagiarism.  

Factual Content - The display board includes

· An appropriate title with the system identified.

· Clear depiction of the focal abiotic factor & system boundaries.

· All reasonable inputs/outputs identified, labeled, and depicted with illustration.

· Informative captions that explain inputs/outputs identifying what “causes them” and their relative size or importance.

· illustrations that depict the system, inputs, outputs, abiotic factor creatively.

· enough information and detail to summarize important ideas without becoming confusing or cluttered.

Keep in Mind:
The display should be attractive and focus attention on the main theme.  You should strive to present main ideas a way that grabs attention and creates interest.  Everything you make should show good workmanship and care.  Pay attention to detail and make a truly attractive product.
