Video Production B-Course Outline

This class is designed in a student directed format with the teacher as facilitator.  In order to be successful in this course, you must be able to stay on task be activity orientated and be motivated by hands on instruction.  Students will build on transferable skills in communication through writing and presentational responses to the immediate world around them.  THIS COURSE INVOLVES TIME AFTER SCHOOL.
***Your main objective for this course is to become part of a professional team.  It is essential that each student is an active contributor and participant of the class.  You will utilize the skills for proper technique for script writing, producing, directing, and performing.

Course Design-

     Students will have daily hands-on opportunities to use cameras, editing equipment, duplicating equipment and basic studio equipment.  They will create a variety of projects (including:  interview, instructional, sports, PSA, news program, drama and music video) using the skills they learned in Video A.

Homework-The required homework for this course will include reporting from “on-site” locations including a variety of after school activities.  Again, the nature of this class includes time spent after school, it is important that you learn to manage your time like the young professional that you are, use your planner. 
Grades-Your grades will be based on a point system.  Each assignment will be given a point value based upon the difficulty/amount of time, etc. to be determined by the teacher.  At the end of the semester, those point values will be converted into a percentage by dividing by the number of points possible for the semester.  The grading scale to be followed is the standard scale printed for you in your HHS planner (page 7).  It is IMPERITIVE that with this type of a system that you turn in all work, any 0 in the grade book is going to reduce the total number of points that are calculated at the end of the course.  

Final Course Exam- There will be a cumulative final project  for this class at the end of the trimester that will cover the course work that we are able to complete including the essential skills.  If a passing score is not achieved on this final independent movie project and the coursework, a student may not move on to Video Production II.

Classroom Rules and Consequences

#1-COME TO CLASS READY TO LEARN-


In detail-Bring with you the supplies you need (paper, pen/pencil, book(s), no sleeping, no personal grooming, no talking during instruction, no passing notes, do not bring other homework, you need to be seated in your assigned seat and begin working when the bell rings.

#2-ONLY 2 BATHROOM PASSES ALLOWED PER  MARKING PERIOD


In detail-You need to be present in order to win an education, save your passes until you really need to use them.

#3-BE RESPECTFUL-


In detail-Sometimes, when we think we are being funny, we hurt feelings, there is no room in this class for teasing, put-downs, racial, ethnic or even blonde jokes, foul language will not be permitted, nor will foul body language be permitted.

#4-FOLLOW ALL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES-


In detail-If you are asked to do something, like stay in your seat until the bell rings, then you need to follow the directive given to you.  If you choose not to do so, the term for this is called insubordination.  

*****If you choose not to practice the skill of coming to class ready to learn, the following consequence will apply.

a) Your specific behavior will be pointed out to you (unless the behavior is so distracting or repetitive that you continue on to a higher step).

b) If your behavior has been acknowledged by teacher observation and you are choosing not to correct that behavior, then you will receive a request to meet with the teacher after school (the day of the behavior occurrence, unless other arrangements are made) to discuss briefly your behavior and what you are going to do to modify that behavior, any conclusions drawn at this conference between the student and the teacher will be documented in a student action plan.  If a student chooses NOT to participate in this step of the consequence process, then they will continue on to step c and an automatic parent contact will be conducted.

c) If no change in behavior is observed, then a parent contact will be made either in writing or via the telephone or e-mail.

d) If the same behavior OR repeated other behaviors that are not conducive to learning continue, then a detention will be written.  If the behavior still continues, at this point, depending upon the situation, another conference, parent contact, or detention may be warranted.

e) As a last resort, if all other options have been exhausted, or if the behavior is so extreme that it falls into one of the categories in the HHS handbook, then a referral will be written and they will continue to be written until behavior modification can occur.
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
