Public Speaking-Informational Paper Format

· Develop a thesis on your chosen topic MUST have teacher approval before starting research.

· You will need 3 sources (see the research summaries required worksheet)-one may be from on-line (others full text)
· You MUST type your paper in 12 pt., Times New Roman font, with black ink and one inch margins.  Do NOT create a cover sheet, nor place in a folder or binder.  In the upper left hand corner of the first page, you must include MLA required information. In the upper left hand corner; inserted as a header, you must include your last name and the page number.  In the upper left corner of the pages, they should be bound with a singular staple.  The ENTIRE document including header information is double spaced, and ONLY double-spaced in-between paragraphs.  NONE of these items are negotiable or acceptable in any other format.   You MUST use formal language, slang, contractions, and idioms unless they are a direct quote have no place in formal writing.  You must have a clear introduction, body and conclusion to your paper.  You must use parenthetical documentation is required throughout your paper (Fox 2).
· This paper will be the minimum length of 2 (two) pages NOT including the works cited page, which would count as three.  The works cited page must be the last page of your paper and MUST follow MLA format.  Please see additional handouts or resources for formulas for cited different works.

Verbal-Volume/Force, Rate, Pitch, Shaky Voice

Does the speaker project well, does the speaker alter their pitch with words,

 pause for emphasis and increase or decrease their speed in various areas

Non-Verbal-

Does the speaker have good posture, good eye contact, and stage fright is 

under control
