When practicing at home or with a partner: 

      1.  English to Spanish 

      2.  Only 5 seconds to respond  

             -If you know it in 5 seconds then put a check mark in the upper right hand         corner 

             -If you don't then simply say the verb out loud and move on to the next 

Do this once a day, and then after 5 days, some cards will have 5 check marks on them indicating that you've known the verb on 5 different days, within 5 seconds.  Take those cards with 5 checks on them out of the pile and put them in a safe place.  The next day there will more cards with 5 checks on them - pull them out and put them in the pile with the other verbs you already know.  Continue doing this each day until all cards are transferred to the pile you know.   

  

Typically I give the students 2 weeks to learn 50 verbs in a level two class (25 verbs in per columns taking 2 days to complete both sides)  ... rough estimate....Test on all 50 after two weeks.  Roughly, one week for columns and 2 weeks for flashcards (~10 days min. to practice flashcards) 
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
