Must include an overview of the main information found in the book and how the book is organised.

b) Critical Comment:

Evaluates the source and its usefulness for your assignment. Your commentary should include:

· Is the author authoritative/biased? (position and credentials)

· Does the resource offer a good introduction? Good conclusions? Suggestions for more reading/resources? Good content? Chapters that deal with a particular part of the issue?

· Would novices find the information accessible? Or, experts?

· What limitations does the piece have? (reading level, timelines, reliability, Canadian etc)

· How will the piece contribute to your project?

Annotated Reference List

Policy.ca. (2000-2006). Retrieved March 1, 2007, from http://www.policy.ca/ This site is a clearing house for policy documents related to Canadian Social Issues. The News section covers current topics such as school rankings, political policy, and immigration. The Articles section has resources categorized under aboriginal, child and family, cities and communities, and environment to name a few. The articles appear to be reputable as they are from institutions such as the New Democratic Party and the Howe Institute. Despite the reputable sources, there is bias in this site. All the articles lean to the left. Furthermore, the ownership and authorship of the site is sketchy. Ownership has moved from one group to another and all financial contributors are not listed. Although university contributors are listed, it is unclear whether the editors/compilers are professors or students. This is an excellent site to gain insight into social issues and social policy in Canada, but in order to ensure balance, students should consult other sources. 

Verbrugge, A. (Ed.). (2006). Adoption. Detroit, MI: Thomson Gale. This book is a compilation of articles related to adoption. It covers the adoption process, international adoption, nontraditional adoption, openness and disclosure, as well as personal stories. The book is very authoritative. It provides information from a variety of contributors including adoption organizations, parenting columnists, and individuals who are personally involved with adoption. This book is not Canadian, so some of the laws and regulations don't apply; however, the major issues are universal. This book is well worth reading for any high school student studying the adoption issue. Students should also examine Canadian sources to ensure that Canadian laws and policies are covered.

· Make sure your entries are in alphabetical order by author's surname (or by first word if using a title entry when there is no author or editor).

· Double space the entire annotated reference page

· Do not triple space between entries

· Indent the second and subsequent lines.
