Knowledge and Understanding           (10)

Identify in numbered/bulled point form key/significant historical facts (15-20) which you have learned from or found in the novel. Also indicate where this fact was checked. You may want to group your facts by resource.



Thinking        (10)

Describe what the historical flavour is for the period.

 In complete sentence/paragraph form, explain to what extent has the author successfully conveyed the flavour of the historical period/event(s) in the novel and provide examples for each. How has the author brought the events to life?

Examples of historical flavour include, but are not limited to : technology, culture speech/slang, architecture, customs scenery, media, gender roles



Technique:
