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The culminating activity of the WWI and WWII Historical fiction project is a descriptive reading and analytical representation of your novel. Your Presentation should not exceed 5 minutes and should be broken down as follows:

Knowledge:  Outline some of the key historical facts 

that were included in your novel, then offer a brief summary of events. It should only be enough to provide context for the passage you intend to read in part B

Thinking: Read aloud a brief passage or excerpt 

from your novel that you feel conveys a strong sense of the historical flavour and historical relevance. Then briefly explain some of the devices used to convey the historical flavour. You may choose to read two or three small passages or one longer passage. You may not read the same passage as someone else in the class if they have done the same novel.

Making Connections: Explain how you have 

checked the facts in your novel for accuracy. Then you need to discuss both the strengths and weaknesses of your novel both as fiction and more importantly as history. This also gives you an opportunity to convey your personal feelings, impression, reaction to the novel.








Things to Remember

Practice your reading and read slowly so we can grasp what you are saying





Pick a passage that will create vivid pictures in the heads of the audience as they listen





Find out how to pronounce any words you are unsure of ahead of time and time your presentation
