Works Cited Entries – Formatting Various Resources
• Use the title Works Cited without altering its font size or typeface (e.g. do not underline, bold or italicize the 2 words)

• Alphabetize all entries either by author’s surname (or title of work if no author exists).  In either case, the ​​​

   Works Cited is alphabetized by the first letter of the first word of each entry.

• Single-space within each entry and double space between different entries.  

• The first line of each entry must be flush with the left margin; second and subsequent lines must be ​​​indented 5 “letter” spaces from the margin.  In other words, they begin under the sixth letter of the first ​​​word in the first line of the entry.  An example follows:

Author’s surname first, first name last.   Title of the Work.   Place of Publication: Publisher, date of ​​​​​​​​​​publication.​
