On June 19", our grade four students will be going to see Medieval Times in Toronto This
class trip will correlate with our Social Studies units of Medieval Times, that will be studied third
term.We will leave the school at 8:15 a.m. and will be leaving the Centre to come home at 1:45
p.m. therefore please have your son/daughter at the school by no later than 8:00 a.m.
