Questionnaire – The actual questions may be searched to find a relevant topic.

Example:  We are interested in the prevalence of diabetes for the Niagara Region.  We would like to examine the results by sex and age.  We would also like to compare the results for the Niagara Region to other health regions.

· Click on Questionnaire.  The file will load in Adobe Reader. 

· Select the binocular icon (Search).  

· In the Search box, type diabetes. 

The following should appear:
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Selecting the 2nd occurrence of diabetes brigs up the screen below.
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· Record the Question Number for future reference:  CCC_Q101 (CCCE_101)

We can also print or search the Topical Indexes. This provides a complete list of all the variables by topic (e.g., alcohol use) for each of the four content files. We could also search the Data Dictionary (in the pop-up screen) to find the questions that reference diabetes and see the total distribution of survey responses to each question.

Once we know that data related to our topic of interest are available in the CCHS microdata, we can use the Beyond 20/20 browser to select and organize the data of interest.

· Minimize or close the questionnaire.  

· On the CCHS main screen in the left side bar, select Data. 
· Scroll down and under the heading Accessing the CCHS 3.1 data with Beyond 20/20 select Start Beyond 20/20 Browser (select Open) – for common and optional content.
