Reading Aloud
     With a Child
"Reading aloud with a child 20 
minutes a day is the most 
important thing you can do to 
prepare a child for success in 
school."  This information is 
from the National Children's 
Reading Foundation.  The 
following are some of the other 
benefits of reading aloud daily:

*Stimulates healthy brain 
development
*Strengthens the bond you 
share
*Promotes future success in 
school
*Establishes a life-long love of 
reading and learning
*Inspires imagination and 
creativity
*Builds attention span and 
interest in a wide range of 
topics
*Develops vocabulary, 
listening, and comprehension 
skills
*Teaches that reading is 
important and fun!

Comprehension 
Strategy Instruction
Here are some tips on  
teaching comprehension "10 
Minutes a Day".
Previewing---Use guided 
questions to help students 
activate what they already 
know and anticipate what 
they will read.
Making/Monitoring 
Predictions--Ask students to 
make informed comments 
about the text and what they 
will learn.  Keep it brief and 
revisit after reading to 
confirm or refute predictions, 
provide key concepts to build 
background knowledge.
Model by Thinking Aloud--
Highlight headings, pictures, 
key words.
Use Graphic Organizers--
Demonstrate to students how 
to organize their thoughts 
and material.

Remember , the end goal is 
not the application of the 
strategy--the end goal is to 
develop a better 
understanding of the content.  
Strategies are not learned by 
talking about them--they are 
learned by applying them.
