I’ve noticed …  students who don’t follow directions get lower grades on homework and labs.     (observation)
Variables:  following directions  (MV – because that’s something the student can change)  and grades earned (RV – because that’s the measured outcome)
Hypothesis:  If students follow directions more often, then their grades on homework and labs will be higher.

Here’s the “recipe” for a hypothesis:


If ____MV____ (increases or decreases), then ____RV______ (increases or decreases).    You must make a choice.  You may NOT say “it will effect it” or “will make it change.”  
If you follow these directions, then you will usually have a higher grade.
If  _cause__ , then _effect_.
